CO-LOCATION 

RWWA has accepted that co–location
is  no longer an option and the club is 
now progressing its own master plan 
for thoroughbred racing and training. 

The committee has been working 
closely with the Trainers Advisory Board 
& will seek comment from all trainers 
once the clubs own master plan has 
been received. Capital works and im-
provements recently approved that will 
please trainers include: 

Irrigating the inside jog track. Plans 
are underway to have the jog track 
converted to an 800 metre track and 
full irrigated by Christmas this year. 

The club has also secured funding 
for a set of practice barriers and an 
all-weather structure to house the 
barriers. 

The club has recently received 3400 
meters of new running rail and will 
be installing the rail to the outside of 
the little grass prior to Friday Decem-
ber 8th.

An order has been issued for a light-
ing and alarm response upgrade to 
the value of $33,000.
