Members may reserve tables in Heron Bridge and
Rogan Josh by contacting the Administration Office
on the days before the meeting (no bookings can be
made on the day). Bookings are taken on a meeting-
to-meeting basis. There is a $50 booking fee;
Members must arrive before Race 1 or the table is
released. Table bookings are unavailable across all
race days, including Bunbury Cup Day. The Bunbury
Turf Club reserves the right to alter table booking
conditions anytime.

GRANDSTAND SEATING 

Members and Annual Guest cardholders have
access to Members Reserve grandstand seating and
the tiered standing area out the front of Heron
Bridge and Rogan Josh. This area is a prime viewing
position at the winning post.

Members and Annual Guest cardholders enjoy admission
and access to the Members Reserve on Swan Draught
Bunbury Cup Day. Dedicated member entry is located on
Bussell Hwy opposite Brecken Health. Collection of a
complimentary race book will be from the Information
Booth inside the Main Gate, available to Members only. 

Both Rogan Josh and Heron Bridge and adjacent
deck will be open to all Members and Annual Guest
cardholders on Swan Draught Bunbury Cup Day.
Excluding the 11 exclusive pre-booked tables along
the windows in Heron Bridge, all other seating is
available on a ‘first-in, first served’ basis.

MEMBERS’ ENTRY

CODE OF CONDUCT

Exclusive Members' car parking is available via Gate 4
(excluding Bunbury Cup Day). Members must display
their windscreen parking pass to gain entry. Parking is
unavailable once the car park capacity has been reached,
and parking cannot be guaranteed.

MEMBERS’ RACE BOOK

Members’ Entry is primarily through Gate 4. If you
choose to access the racecourse via the Main Gate,
please be aware queuing may be required. A
dedicated member entry will be available on
Bunbury Cup Day as Gate 4 is closed. The Members
Gate will be positioned on Bussell Hwy (opposite
Bracken Health Centre). 

Bunbury Members are entitled to a complimentary race
book at all meetings. Books can be collected at Gate 4,
the Main Gate (if charging an entry fee), and the Member
Bars (on free entry meetings). A dedicated stand will be
set up on Bunbury Cup Day inside the Main Gate for the
race book collection.

Bunbury Turf Club Members and their guests are to
conduct themselves in an orderly manner at all times
while on the premises of the Bunbury Turf Club. Any
conduct deemed unacceptable may result in suspension
or loss of Membership with no refund at the discretion
of the Bunbury Turf Club committee and management.
Unacceptable behaviour includes foul or abusive
language; and menacing or offensive behaviour towards
other members, patrons or staff. Please also note that
Members are held responsible for any damage to
Bunbury Turf Club property by themselves or their
guests.

MEMBERS’ HOSPITALITY

Members have access to the Heron Bridge Members
Lounge and Rogan Josh on non-feature race days.
Members and their guests must clearly show a BTC
membership card at all times. Please note that
automatic, free access to Member areas is NOT
GUARANTEED. We reserve the right to alter access
conditions to Member areas based on capacity,
special events or other unforeseen circumstances.
The Bunbury Turf Club will endeavour to inform
Members of changes where possible.

Tea and coffee stations and filtered water are
provided in Member areas free of charge. For safety
and insurance purposes, Bunbury Turf Club Members
may not access the kitchen areas or fridges in
Member areas. Please inform the hospitality staff of
any concerns with furniture or equipment.
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CHILDREN
Children are permitted when accompanied by
Bunbury Turf Club Members in Member areas on all
race days they attend. Children are to be supervised
at all times.

LOST MEMBERSHIP CARDS

The loss or theft of a Membership card must be
reported verbally or in writing to the Bunbury Turf Club
as soon as possible to prevent any unauthorised use. A
replacement card will be issued by mail after
submission of a Card Replacement Form. There is a $50
replacement fee (including GST) per missing card.
Payment of this fee must accompany the completed
form. The fee will be waived if a police report
accompanies the form.
